Carnivores: 
did move the female porcupines next to the bintarong
going to spend a couple months reworking their exhibit. Moving buffalo to that one because it has a deep moat. We’re getting a breeding pair of spot-necked otters.  They don’t need the deep moat.  Monterrey Bay Aquarium.
Still planning to get female bush dogs from Stuggart Germany.  Thinking that they will pair one girl to each boys but will send one pair to another zoo because we don’t have room for more babies.
Doesn’t look like we will get capy’s.  The one we were hoping to get babies from did not have babies
 Ocelot: have been promised to get an offspring that has been born this year, but we won’t get him until next year.  Sometime in 2009.
Bear cubs will be fall until they leave. Simone will move out to the bear area. She’s still going out late and being out all late.

Hoofstock:
Naivasha the rhino is here.  She gets access at around 11:30 for the rest of the day, but has choice to be in or out.  Joharia and her have been face to face, not together. He’s been locked in when she’s given access. He’s tried to cimb barriers o get to her already but won’t let them together until she’s ready.

The bird house:
We have 4 rainbow lorikeets hatch.  2 more eggs, currently 2 rainbow lorikeets in a cage in tbh.  They were attacking people so they put them in a cage.  They will be leaving.
Lone peacock is not out.  He was having some problems, seems thin. He’s locked in and they’re trying to fatten him up.  When he’s better, he’ll be in the bird house.   He’s old.
Reptiles:
All LA pine snakes are clear and out of QT, but still off exhibit. 2 new red eyed-tree frogs passed away.  The largest of the 3 seems to be ok. Still looking for pantha chameleon.  The green basislisk is worse. Eating well and alert but all 4 limbs are bad.  Will probably be euthanize.d.  He has 2 new ones coming in the fall.  Too hot to ship.  About 1 year old.
They are having a lot difficulty with black rat snake in QT. Cannot get a clean fecal.  Been trhough 5 rounds of dewormimg. They may release him and get a new one.
Black widow and pink tarantula area may be redone and unpartitioned for more golden frogs.   They’re a different species than the ones he had. We’ll be housing both species.  He doesn’t know what the difference between the species is.
The off exhibit Green eyelash viper is on exhibit now.  They are male and female.    One of the red spitting cobra has a mask in front of her cloaca.  They think it’s an egg that won’t pass.  They’ve trued to give her ocytocin and aspiration and nothing has worked.  They’re not sure what they will do next. It’s stressful to surgically remove them.
They changed the name for the big giant python Cammie, short for camouflage.  This one is FOR REAL.  It’s been published.
In the fall, they are planning to bring her out and weigh and measure her.  Randall went to the internation herp socisty meetings. He’s been in four videos on YouTube.  One about gaboon viper, python, naked mole rats, vampire bats.
Gotten material for new roof on the python exhibit.  It’s leaking.
Continueing work on reptile section of conservation outpost.o  7 exhibits, 4 complete.  Soon they will get the African reptiles for QT for it. Hopeing to open in the fall. Looking at ciclids, ile monitor, fat tailed gecos, mole snake, mole rat, possibly tenercs.  
Vampire bats have had two babies and one more may be preggers.  Colony at 14, started with 8.
Farm is up to 4 bunny rabbits right now. All boys.  In Q in the building. One has been fixed but the other 3 need to be.  They are goig in the old woodchuck yard.
One of the sheep turned up a week positive for Joehnes.  They can come up false positive, so she’ll be retested.  If she comes up negative, they may open up the farm pretty soon.
Great Apes:
Are going to do a cardio work up on Rock on the 22nd.  They don’t think he’ll have any problems but want to check it. Jodi, the older chimp, has been having some problems.  Living on peanut butter sandwiches and ensure.  They are planning to do a workup on her.  They think that a lot of it is behavioural and not physical.  She’s in her 50s at least.
