Docent Meeting: Jan 12, 08
Carnivores:
Bush dog male in, 2 years old, Binto (beanie for short).  Introed to Moose, went well.  They were overexcited and chewed their own tails.  That’s why their tails look funny.  
Simone is at BCD (Asiatic black bear) Lions in the morning, Simone in the afternoon sometimes but sometimes she sleeps all day.
The cubs have moved to Simone’s old exhibit.  They are hopefully going to Idaho falls in the Spring.  Simone will move back.  They are introing the ocelots. Going well.  Debbie thought they would be together pretty soon but they had a little fight and Cammie is having a problem with one of her legs. They are intended to breed.  Will pull Timber out once the baby is born.  Clouded leopard is probably in renal failure.  They are going to sedate him Tuesday to check.  If possible, more clouded leopards.  May not have available leopards so we’ll have to figure something else out.

Female anteater from St. Louis – Tsa Tsa.  In QT, done as is Camillo, but they are still renovating the den.  Everyone was stripped when the anteaters passed before.  Had to build a whole new den.  They are working on dik dik exhibit again.  Trying to fix issues that came up.  Heater has not been hooked up.  Trying to find a gas line.  They are adding height to the rock wall.  Places that were low enough that they could get out.  Too much space between the rocks, etc.  Preshipment physical on Luna and Nina (maned wolves) – going to Greensville North Carolina to the Science Center??
Egptyin geese soon, will go in dik dik.  Cavy (14 years old) passed away.  We have a 16 year old Cavy left.  They have an 8 year lifespan.
Large:  A new keeper: Jessica Pruit.  Say hi to her.  No news or updates on female black Rhino.
Birdhouse – teenage roul roul went to Memphis.  Five chicks hatched, 3 passed away.  One was necropsies and had pneumonia.  The others are doing well. Leucas is doing well.  They had a provost squirell die. He was old but they haven’t got the necropsy back yet.

Reptiles: 2 austrialian snake necked turtles, where the old snapper was.  Bird eating tarantula on exhibit. Eyelash vipers: yellow male and green female on exhibit.  One yellow off exhibit (sex unknown, they might faight if 2 males).  Burmes pythons= Asiatic black pythons where crocodile monitor used to be.  Crocodile monitor is in hospital.  He is old and has to be hand fed, etc.  Floor in python exhibit fell through so they have to rework that exhibit. 
Indigo snake is doing good, she’s still in hospital but looks better. Louisian pine snakes, getting 3.  SSP animals.  Eastern Hognose snake in reptile South.  He needs frogs and toads again, if you find any. Reptile North exhibits have been finished and animals moved in.  Native venomous snakes of Arkansas and western hognose and black rat snake too.  We lost amphyiuma, he was old. Jeff got new one.  Off exhibit but will go on soon.  He has been losing more golden frogs, down to four adults.  He doesn’t know why.  Fairly new species for captivity.  Other locations losing too.  Nobody is really sure of husbandry.  Chameleon passed away this week.  Don’t know why, no necropsy results yet. Whip scoripion passed, probably old. Millipedes have been dying off.  They’re old when we get them in so they die pretty quickly.  

Farm: Megan is now full time keeper, got Kelly’s job. One of the goats (mamma goat) lives with the sheep because she doesn’t play well with other goats.  She rules the sheep’s roast. Sweet William will be neutered soon.  
Apes: Casogi went to Baltimore.  Daphne was able to hand inject him.  He’s in QT for 60 days but can see the other chimps.  Group has 1 male.  Going to get 3 males from Sedgwick.  We had to paint the inside of chimp exhibit to get in more.  They couldn’t do that with so many but are working on it now.   At least one of the guy’s in Kim’s grandson.  Her necropsy showed heart disease and abdomen mass, which was probably cause of death.  
Fossie was knocked down for a root canal on front right inciscor.  He weighs 498 lbs.  
Primates, we have moved female Cuban duck from the pond to lemurs so she can breed.  She’s safer at lemurs from predators…but she passed away.  She got along great with the boys.  Her necropsy showed emaciation.  Her body condition looked good, all her fat was atrophied.  Marylin suspects some underlying cause.
Blue-eyed black lemur. Cagney – 16 years old came from LA.  He’s in QT.  He is not to breed.  We will be on the waiting list for a female blue-eyed black but there are not as many.  He will be a friend for Ariadne.  Holly, red-capped female magaby is diabetic. Went into ketosis.  The oral meds weren’t really working. She’s stable right now but it’s only a matter of time.  They want to teach her to be injected with insulin but she doesn’t like it.  She also has been having problems with back end, due to spondilitosis (arthritis).  You may notice she’s hobbly and dragging leg.  We’re doing what we can, she has good days and bad days if the public asks.  Colder weather – more limits on who is out when. Below 50 = no lemurs, varies for others.  Snoop and Circo have been staring intros.  On day 3, the yhad a little fight.  They have massively long canines and did some damage.  They are healing but intros will restart soon.

New possum in QT – Came in with the name of Rosie.  Second fecal has been turned in.  Hopefully cleared soon.  She is in the tall cage that was used for lorikeets.  Very handable.

Shadow got banged up on the trip.  Cracked a blood feather.  Poor kid.  Marilyn will look on Tuesday.  Jonathon and Buddy did the parrots beaks and nails.  Monty had mouth rot.  According to Marylyn it can just flare up.  He was treated.  He was at her clinic for about 5 days.  He is good now.  Bashful is a rare turtle and probably shouldn’t be in our collection.  He is not the exact SSP species.  He will probably go elsewhere in the Spring.  

Baby prickly sticks have been hatching.  They’ve been having problems keeping them going.
