Mark Shaw:

Programs list is going around. Christmas in the Wild is added.  11 and 18th of December.

Some reminders: when you take a reptile after the cage, be sure you put the heat lamps back, etc.    Always call Joe or the keeper if you forgot.  The door that goes into the hallway outside should always be locked.  The inside door should be unlocked but shut.  The reptile door should be shut.  Pay attention to temps below 55 when you’re doing the reptiles.  
With the birds, they are winterized.  The kestrel and Amelia are in the mew.  With the tarps, they actually stay pretty warm.  Make sure they’re not getting extra treats because it throws their weight off.  Joe says he commends Amanda, try and the docents for consistency and good handling.
Brown rat has a tumor in her side and lower stomach.  Hedgehogs: one female died, the male has not been doing well.  On and off with the same symptoms.  They are not going out on programs right now.  They got Baytril and fluids.  Water and meal worms being offered.  His back legs don’t seem to be working right.  Metacam given, they are not sure what is going on (necropsy came back inclonclsuice, bruised legs).
Eveyrone is adapting to tempture very well in MEW.  The screech owls are looking good.  Hootini has pretty feathers right now.  
The ferrets are doing well.  All three are together now in one big cage, different levels for them to climb on.  They cuddle up together.  Jckson likes to have friends, but he puts the little guys in his place.  
Rabbits: here recently they’ve gotten tired of seeing silver and stuart alone, they’ve been getting along really great. Silver likes to smack him around.  Stuart likes to think silver is her girlfriend.
